	PART 1: RESEARCH


Once you have chosen an area of research, begin reading everything that you can about your area. There are many places you can look for information.

· Our library has a number of books and references that might be on interest to you.

· Other libraries, such as your local library or the reference library

· The Internet has many sites that might be of use to you. Any number of search engines can lead you to useful information

Helpful Hints: Keep a list of all your reference material as you are researching. Have a special page on which you put the documentation for every reference. 

	PART 2: THE PRODUCT


This is not a traditional report. You will be producing something different. Play to your personal strengths. You might want to try something like:

· Make a map showing the travels of famous explorers

· Draw a picture of the new theatres that were being built

· Amass a collection of Elizabethan music on a CD and design a cover

· Paint a picture in the style of the period

· Design and create the Elizabethan costume for a doll or the costumes for one of Shakespeare’s characters

Whatever you create, please make it relatively easy to transport and as sturdy as possible.
